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Third-Party Event Proposal and Agreement
causelife has specific guidelines established to protect our brand, logo, product, and property. It is important that all of our fundraisers and advocates adhere to these guidelines. The following terms are applicable to all third parties, whether individuals, groups, or organizations, when fundraising or advocating on behalf of causelife.  
Terms: 
Third-party events are special events with the purpose of advocacy and/or fundraising on behalf of causelife that are planned, implemented, and financed by individuals, groups, or organizations outside of causelife. 
General Guidelines: 
· The event described in this proposal must be planned, implemented, and financed by individuals, groups, or organizations outside of causelife. 
· causelife will not be responsible for any legal or financial liability of this event whatsoever. This includes any legal or financial liability that may occur before, during, or after this event. 
· All resources for the event (financial, material, and staffing) must come from outside of causelife.
· causelife’s role in this event is to lend its name and accept the net proceeds, when applicable, once the event is completed. 
· This agreement is only valid upon approval by causelife. 
· causelife reserves the right to cancel this agreement at any time should the activities of the event or event organizer(s) undermine or compromise causelife’s mission and values. 
causelife Name: 
· Third-party individuals, groups, or organizations are free to use the causelife name in an event that is directly promoting or benefitting causelife. However, the use of the causelife name should never be used to imply that causelife is officially sponsoring or endorsing an event. (For example, if you are hosting a golf tournament for causelife the promotional material should give the understanding that the golf tournament is benefitting causelife, not that it is a causelife golf tournament.)    
· Whenever the causelife name is being used in informational or promotional material, it must be typed in lowercase letters, without spaces. The word “life” must be differentiated by being made bold, as is demonstrated here: causelife. 
· If the informational or promotional material mentioned above is in printed or presented in color, the appropriate PMS colors must be used for the causelife name. The causelife PMS colors are as follows: blue: Pantone 2985C, Charcoal: Pantone 419C. The word “life” must be differentiated by being made bold in any color material as well, as demonstrated here: 
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· If an event is being promoted on the internet, a link to the causelife website must be included with a statement that the event is benefitting causelife.
· If an event is being promoted in print, the causelife website address (causelife.org) must be included with a statement that the event is benefitting causelife.
causelife Logo: 
· The causelife logo (and any causelife-approved variation thereof) is a trademark.  
· Only those causelife logos provided in downloadable format under the resources section of www.causelife.org are able to be used by third parties. 
Media: 
· All causelife media is the property of causelife or the individual photographers, videographers, or graphic artists who created the media. When promoting, advocating for, or hosting an event on behalf of causelife, only the approved, downloadable media found under the resources section of www.causelife.org may be used. The use of any other causelife media is strictly prohibited unless prior approval has been granted from a causelife representative. 
· If a causelife representative is not at your event, event photographs may be submitted to the causelife staff by any event organizer(s) if desired. By submitting photographs, the event organizer(s) grant causelife permission to use and reproduce any or all submitted photographs for promotional or educational purposes provided that the photos are used exclusively by causelife.  
Finances: 
· While causelife encourages grassroots fundraising and advocacy, causelife does not endorse or sponsor any specific grassroots events or campaigns. Any costs incurred when planning or promoting events or campaigns are the sole responsibility of the organizer.
· All net proceeds received from an event, when applicable, must be sent to causelife within two weeks from the date of the event.  
Tax Exemption: 
· causelife is the clean-water initiative of World Help, a 501(c)(3) organization (Tax ID: 54-1615454). causelife is a legal DBA of World Help. 
· The United States Internal Revenue Service (IRS) has strict guidelines regarding the issuance of tax receipts. Any matters pertaining to the issuance of a tax receipt must be handled efficiently, appropriately, and legally. Please contact causelife before agreeing to, or issuing, any tax receipts.
