Deslyn lives in the Republic of Haiti, a mountainous Caribbean nation. Haiti is considered the poorest nation in the western hemisphere with more than 72 percent of the population living on less than two U.S. dollars per day. 

After emerging from the 29-year-long Duvalier dictatorship, Haiti was again rocked with tragedy in 2010 when a 7.0 magnitude earthquake shook the capital city of Port-au-Prince. Over 200,000 people were killed, and the rebuilding effort remains hampered by the outbreak of diseases like cholera, malaria, and typhus. The risk for contracting food or waterborne illnesses remains high, as do mortality rates for infants and children under the age of five.  Many parents struggle to pay school fees and cannot afford to equip their children with school uniforms, books, and supplies.
