YOU RESCUED FAMILIES 
FACING STARVATION IN 
VENEZUELA

Santiago and Ximena were both 
successful insurance agents. They lived 
a comfortable, middle-class lifestyle 
with their two children. But no one 
is exempt from the economic crisis 
causing starvation across Venezuela.

By the end of 2018, hyperinflation 
drove the cost of food and other basic 
necessities to double every 19 days. 
Families — even ones with good jobs 
like Santiago’s and Ximena’s — could no 
longer afford to eat. And the political 
climate is so dangerous we’ve had to 
change their names for safety.

Without your help, this family could 
have starved to death. You provided 
food right when they needed it most.
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When our partners in Venezuela 
delivered the food, they learned the 
couple hadn’t eaten anything the night 
before. All the family could afford were a 
few bananas, and Santiago and Ximena 
had gone hungry so their children could 
have more of the fruit.

As they carried home the bread, rice, 
flour, and other food you provided, all 
four family members had giant smiles on 
their faces, knowing no one would go to 
bed hungry that night. 

“And you want to know something funny?” 
our partner said. “When we gave them 
the food, they actually gave some of it to 
their neighbors.”

Your act of kindness and generosity 
inspired them to give back and show 
love to someone else, too!

Santiago and Ximena’s family is just 
one of many you helped survive 
natural disasters, financial collapse, or 
relentless poverty. You gave those who 
lost everything the emergency aid and 
critical care they desperately needed in 
order to live to see tomorrow. 
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In 2018, you helped 
provide lifesaving relief 

to 711,980 people like 
Santiago and Ximena in 

21 different countries. 
You also helped provide 

5,736,096  meals to 
starving families.

In his home in South Sudan, Isaac had 
access to a good school. There were nice 
classrooms and quality teachers; and 
although it wasn’t fancy, he was receiving 
the education he would need to pursue  
a good future. 

Then the war came. Threatened by 
violence, Isaac and his siblings found 
safety in a refugee camp in northern 
Uganda. But even though they were safe, 
they weren’t happy. The refugee camp 
did not have a school large enough for 
the influx of children and Isaac’s future 
suddenly seemed bleak. 

But because of your investment in

good. Your gift has provided school 
buildings, clinics, clean-water wells, 
and more, allowing people like Isaac to 
escape the clutches of poverty. 

Before a school was built in the refugee 
community, Isaac and his siblings 
attended class outdoors. 

“We had no classrooms, no teachers, no 
desks, and no blackboards,” Isaac said. 

Although it was better than nothing, 
his education was dependent on the 
weather. 

“Whenever it would rain, that meant no 
classes,” Isaac said. “When it shined, that 
was another problem because we would 
study in the hot sun. Now, we are very 
happy. We have beautiful classes and 
desks where we all can sit and learn.” 

Because of World Help donors, four new 
classrooms were built in the refugee 
camp, helping students like Isaac get 
their education back on track. Those 
classrooms brought hope, and your 
selfless giving to improve communities 
around the world is doing the same.
