PRAY FOR VICTIMS OF HURRICANE DORIAN 
This past August, Hurricane Dorian left more than 78,000 
people homeless in the Bahamas.

Pray these families receive the supplies they need to recover 
and that God provides for those whose places of work were 
destroyed.  

PRAY FOR SYRIAN FAMILIES ON THE RUN 
There are more refugees from Syria than any other country in the 
world, and recent attacks by Turkey mean thousands more are 
fleeing to anywhere they can find shelter, including refugee camps. 
In these camps, supplies like food, medical care, and blankets are 
scarce, making these temporary “homes” a dangerous place to 
live. Pray more relief will be delivered to help these families survive, 
especially as the cold winter months approach.

PRAY FOR VENEZUELANS WHO ARE OUT OF OPTIONS 
Venezuela’s economic crisis has forced many people to choose 
between starvation and leaving the home they love. Because 
of hyperinflation, they can’t afford food in Venezuela anymore, 
so many have fled to neighboring countries. Most are families 
with children, pregnant women, elderly people, and those with 
disabilities. Pray that these families encounter kind people who 
are willing to help them as they pick up and relocate their lives.
