PRAY FOR INDIA

woman who couldn’t get another job even though she recently 
graduated from nursing school because the financial crisis 
means that hospitals can’t afford to hire new staff. Pray that God 
will supply the needs of out-of-work families as they continue to 
face this pandemic.

PRAY FOR PERU
Peru has one of the highest numbers of coronavirus cases in Latin 
America, second only to Brazil. The capital city alone has half of the 
confirmed cases in the country, and the greatest concern is a lack 
of medical equipment. There aren’t enough ventilators and oxygen 
tanks for all of the patients, especially if the numbers keep increasing. 
Pray that God would heal the people in Peru who are suffering from 
the coronavirus and that the outbreak in this country will soon be 
under control.  

PRAY FOR IRAN
Because of a mask shortage in Iran, Christians have banded 
together to make masks in their homes and then go out in 
the streets and give them away. They are using this as an 
opportunity to boldly share their testimonies. Although people 
in this Muslim-majority nation are usually opposed to Christians, 
they seem to be more receptive during this crisis. Pray that God 
will soften hearts and continue to use this time to reach more 
people with the Gospel.

As you make your way back to a normal routine, please 
continue to pray for people in developing countries who 
are still suffering from the fallout of the coronavirus.
