That means
North Korean Christians are constantly at risk not just of
persecution but also of starvation.

But thanks to your generous giving, our North Korean
partners were able to successfully deliver 40 tons of
rice to the underground church. The joy and relief they
felt are difficult to describe. One of the underground
church leaders — we'll call him Nam — said it best:

‘We embraced 40 tons of rice with great grace and
gratitude. We stayed up all night with our eyes open and
shed tears of gratitude incessantly. Greetings from afar,
brothers and sisters. Thank you so much ... there’s no
way we can repay it.”

Nam also said that in response to the way God used
you to answer their prayers for food, the church made
an oath to be even more faithful and follow only the
Father until the end.
