Even within their own families, believers who come from 
Muslim backgrounds face extreme pushback. Many are frequently 
disowned by their parents, divorced by their spouses, or lose all rights 
to see their children. Please pray that Iraqi Christians experience the 
love of God in new, refreshing ways each day.

PRAY FOR THE SAFETY OF BELIEVERS IN NIGERIA
Terrorist groups like Boko Haram and the Islamic State West Africa 
Province aim to eliminate Christianity in Nigeria ... and they are more 
than willing to resort to violence. It’s estimated that more Christians 
die for their faith in Nigeria than in the rest of the world combined. 
Those who do survive are left without their land or livelihoods. 
They’re treated like second-class citizens under Sharia law. And with 
no other options, they often move to refugee camps in neighboring 
countries. Please pray for God to radically change the hearts of Muslim 
extremists and protect Christians in Nigeria.
