Although Thailand’s nationwide poverty rate is low, it is much higher in the country’s rural areas where 
education and job opportunities are limited. Many girls from these rural communities move to the big cities 
to find work. Unfortunately, once they arrive in these cities — which serve as a major hub for the global sex 
trade — they often find themselves forced into prostitution just so they can survive. With no way of escape, 
their own children are often eventually forced to do the same. And it’s not just girls who suffer. If a boy’s 
mother is a sex worker, he will either be left at home alone while she works or put at risk by her bringing 
clients into their home. Plus, boys who live under these conditions become numb to the sex industry and 
are more likely to become abusers themselves someday.
